Help keep our community beautiful and free of litter.  Contact the Bor-
ough offices for information on how to organize a litter pick-up in your 
development or on your street.  Now is the time to take action and keep 
the Borough free of litter. 

Recycling & Trash Updates: 
 

 Recycling is mandatory & is “single streamed” (all recycling can  be 
combined in one recycling can). 

 Free yellow recycling cans are available in the Borough offices. 
 Televisions or any electronic devices can be picked up by the Bor-

ough by appointment only and will not be picked up by trash hauler. 
 Getting ready for Fall Leaf Pick-Up—now is the time to get biode-

gradable paper leaf bags. (available at most hardware/home improve-
ment stores (see photo on left). 

 All garbage must be placed out for collection in garbage cans with 
secured lids.  Hauler will only pick-up garbage which is contained in  
receptacles with lids & will only take  three (3) cans & two (2) bulk 
items per week.  NO  loose bags will be picked up. 

REMINDERS: 
 

 Keep your yard well-maintained  with no trash/ debris or un-registered cars 
on the property.  Grass should not be higher than 6 inches. 

 Keep all swales clear of leaves and debris to prevent any storm water prob-
lems 

 Paving permit is required for any repaving or new paving of driveways see 
website for permit application under “Printable Forms” 

 No open burning allowed in the Borough 
 Only non-fireworks are allowed (i.e. ground & hand held sparkling devices) 

per PA Statute 
 Prior to cutting any trees down, please contact the Zoning Officer at 570-839-

8436 ext. 4 for an inspection and approval 
 All tenants must be registered with the Borough.  You may call the Borough     

offices or check our website, for a form
